THE DAILY SCHEDULE includes three on-field
sessions.

THE COMMUTER FEE of $325 includes all meals
except breakfast, use of college facilities, camp
shirt and ball. Commuters check in from 4-6PM
the first day of camp, with dinner and instruction
given until 9 PM. The normal commuter's day
begins at 8:30 AM and ends at approximately 9
PM, except for the last day when checkout is at
Noon.

FAMILY AND TEAM DISCOUNTS ARE AVAILABLE.
The discount for a second or third child from the
same family is $15 each. If a group of six ar more
fromthe same clubteam signs up for camp, each
player can take a $15 discount.
